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Outline of the Programme

The Master’s Programme comprises 120 ECTS credits corresponding to a period of study of at
least four semesters or two years. 60 ECTS credits have to be earned at the home university. Students
are required to complete at least 30 ECTS credits at one of the partner universities.

ECTS credit points are based on the total time investment a course or module requires in principle, including
both classroom contact hours and individual study.

Students can also apply to spend the 3™
or 4™ semester abroad, where it cannot be guaranteed that tracks are offered in English.
